In his own words... 

                In the 70ôs I escaped to the 

Caribbean before the disco pandemic 

removed any hint of socially redeem-

ing consciousness from the minds of 

the masses with the rhythmic pulses 

of light and really bad polyester 

clothes. Between sailing around the 

islands and hanging out in seedy 

beach bars with expatriated Europe-

ans, Australians and Americans, I 

started painting with a  modicum of 

success.  

 After my father 

died, I moved 

back to the states 

where a young 

woman in a really 

short skirt tried to 

pick me up in a 

bar.  It wasnôt 

long after that we 

moved in together 

and she became 

my wife.  From a 

studio that we set up in our home, I was once again selling 

my paintings.  Some may say I took a break from art when 

our daughter Lizzie was born but that is not the case.  She is 

the greatest work of art on which I ever collaborated.  I just 

supplemented my creativity from a very commercial side  by  

working  for  ad agencies  as  a  creative director and later 

with my own studio as commercial side by   

 working for ad agencies as a creative 

director and later with my own studio as 

commercial photographer.  

In 2007 our daughter suddenly and un-

expectedly died. It took a couple of 

years to get the strength to create but in 

her memory and as a cathartic release, I 

am doing just that. There may be hints 

of the commercial side to my paintings 

and photography, but I am working hard 

to escape those undertones. Most of the 

art that I am now doing is influenced 

directly from our loss. We have set up a 

scholarship fund in Lizzieôs memory 

and a portion of each sale goes to the 

Lizzie Logan Scholarship at the Pinellas 

Education Foundation.  

Born on Treasure Island in 1935 and raised on St. Pete Beach, Irwin Schuster 

attended Pass-a-Grilleôs Sunshine School, Disston Jr. High and St. Pete High be-

fore graduating with a B.S. degree in Industrial Design from the Architecture De-

partment at Georgia Tech.  His first employment was as a product design engineer 

in electronic missile guidance systems. Grounded in engineering practices and 

working in consulting design offices in Philadelphia and the Boston area, the crea-

tor of Maritime Models and Your Boat Art is still a practicing graphic designer.  

Self-employed for the last 30 years, he now lives in Tampa with his wife, Bette, 

and nearby family. 

 Mr. Schuster has been a contributing editor to the Nautical Research 

Journal, Secretary and Editor of the USS Constitution Model Shipwright Guild, 

is Secretary/Editor of the Tampa Bay Ship Model Society, Newsletter Editor of 

the Florida Maritime Heritage Association, member of the Traditional Small 

Craft Association, occasional contributor to several nautical periodicals and 

volunteer researcher-curator to the Florida Maritime Museum at Cortez. 

 A love of boats supported by professional computer graphics has led to an illustration style that 

depicts maritime subjects in a straightforward, documentary technique allowing ready comparison of 

historic forms, as well as customization of contemporary boat designs and classes. The drawings shown 

were created for educational purposes by museums, just because, and as portraits of specific boats for 

their owners.
